Sadly,
we have one of the highest extinction rates in
the world. Wildlife populations are in decline

across the country, and over 1,900 species are
threatened with extinction due to the

introduction of invasive species, habitat
destruction, and a rapidly changing climate.

Preventing extinction is not enough to protect
the future of Australia’s precious wildlife and
iconic landscapes; we must reverse it. WWF-
Australia aims to Regenerate Nature by 2030

by working to actively reverse species decline
across the country. By your school taking
